Despite the result, the boys remained positive, showing excellent sportsmanship by
sharing lunch with the opposition after the match.

Saturday afternoon was spent exploring Edinburgh’s city centre. The team walked
along Princes Street, took in views of the Old Town and Edinburgh Castle, and
enjoyed the Christmas markets.

The tour concluded on Sunday with a visit to Murrayfield Stadium to watch Scotland
take on Tonga. It was a fantastic experience and a fitting end to the weekend.

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Year 11 excel at “Alpprentice” Mega Day -
Second Place Success!

Our Year 11 students recently took part in an exciting and future-focused
“Alpprentice” challenge, where they stepped into the shoes of Al entrepreneurs for
the day. Hosted at a local further education hub, the event brought together young

people from a range of schools to tackle real-world problems using cutting-edge
Artificial Intelligence tools and creative thinking.

Throughout the day, students worked in teams to design their own Al-powered
solution that addressed an industry-set challenge. After a fast-paced introduction to
Al and its impact on businesses and society, teams toured the college’s facilities, met

current students, and gained an insight into the growing opportunities within the
digital and technology sectors.

The core of the day focused on ideation, collaboration, and innovation. Students
developed their concepts using digital tools, refined their pitches, and prepared for a
high-energy "Dragon’s Den" style showdown in front of a panel of industry,
education, and local representatives. The judging panel were impressed by the
students’ confidence, creativity, and ability to think critically under pressure.

We are delighted to share that our students finished 2nd place overall, an
outstanding achievement considering the high standard of entries. Judges praised
their strong teamwork, entrepreneurial mindset, and well-thought-out presentation.

Beyond competition success, the event offered valuable opportunities for personal
growth. Students developed skills in communication, digital literacy, creativity,

resilience and problem-solving, while gaining insight into post-16 study routes and
future careers in the rapidly evolving tech sector.

The Year 7 team set the tone early, led by a superb

Our Year 8/9 boys followed this with another
excellent showing, including a top-three finish from
Gabe Sardais and impressive positions from the
whole squad.

In the South Ribble U16 Championships, Hutton's
runners continued the momentum. Strong

Jasper K (14th) and Ethan W (17th) secured the team
3rd place in a highly competitive field.
