
A pupil’s guide to 

accessing Class 

Work and 

Homework!



This is the homepage for a 

student account. There is 

a menu across the top 

which can take you to the 

relevant area of your 

account. E.g. Class Work

Homework can be 

accessed through the 

menu at the top of the 

screen or by the 

Homework and 

assignments window.

(This is easier to navigate 

using a tablet or 

computer rather than 

mobile phone!)



Class Work:

After clicking the Class Work tab from 

the top menu this screen will appear. 

It’s default view is the current week 

and any Class Work that has been set 

by teachers will appear here. Work is 

set to a specific lesson on a specific 

day of the week. 

In this example you can see that 

English has been set  on Monday, 

Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. 

These boxes are green because the 

student has read them. Biology was 

set on Friday but has not yet been 

read by the student.

Clicking on a specific lesson e.g. 

Maths on Monday will show you the 

work that was set for Monday’s maths 

lesson.



Class Work:

You can scroll through the weeks 

using the previous and next buttons, 

or selecting the required week from 

the date filter.

Clicking on the current week button 

will return you to the current week.



Homework page: This page gives an overview for the homework this week. Homework 

that has been set this week is indicated by the non-faded boxes.

Homework that is due this week is 

indicated by the faded boxes.



Clicking on the ‘Status and Assessment’ tab will bring up this screen. These columns 

can be filtered by clicking on the icon next to each heading

The status should 

change from ‘set’ 

once the teacher has 

collected the work. It 

could change to 

‘yes’, ‘no’, ‘late’ etc.

Some teachers 

may enter a 

score or grade 

on Synergy and 

this will appear 

here.



When you click on a homework it will take you to a page like this 

which shows you the details of the homework selected. You can 

access previous homework either by selecting the date from the 

menu on the left or by using the previous button.

If your teacher has 

enabled online 

submission this can be 

done using this button.
